**ADV test Required for each ferret entering the Frolic!!!!!   

*Sorry but, No Proof NO Entry*
As some of you already know the Ferret Aid Society has been very vigilant in making sure we do not spread Aleutian Disease in Canada.  That is why we are Requiring that you show proof at the Frolic that your ferret was tested for ADV with a negative result in the last 3 months.  Unfortunately without proof (paper copy with negative result) we will not be able to let any ferrets into the Frolic.  

It is easy to test for ADV, you do not even need to go through your vet if you do not want to.  This is where we send all our ADV tests http://www.avecon.com/advabelisa.html for testing information.  Please choose the saliva ELISA test. The saliva can be done by you and sent regular mail as well (unlike blood samples).  The cost for each test is $15 US + tax & shipping.  We ship through Canada Post - X-post - USA 4-5 days delivery.  

Alternatively, the University of Guelph Ontario Veterinary College also tests for ADV.  You will need to go though your vet for this test.   OVC charges $40 for the test and will test up to five samples for this price.  If you have two or more ferrets this may be the less expensive way to go.
